Double-parking

In certain areas of the neighborhood,
homeowners have increasingly been
noting their neighbors are double-parking cars.

Coach Lights

Coach lights, those lights that are on
the exterior of garages of many homes
in our community; should always be lit
at night. We know the bulbs burn out
faster in winter months, due to less
daylight. Some ways to maintain your
exterior coach lights include:

Use bulbs with lower wattage.

Use long-life bulbs.

Maintain the fixtures, to help prevent
insects and rain from shorting out the
bulbs.

Ask your home repair professional for
tips to help you more effectively
maintain your coach lights.

The coach lights play an important role in
helping us maintain well-lit areas throughout our
community. It helps enhance our safety and
promotes the most attractive aspect of our
community; your home. Prospective home
buyers like to see adequately lit neighborhoods
at night, particularly when the homes are
located in more densely populated
developments — like The Village at Oak Hill.

Montgomery County Montgomery County
Department of Economic Development
announced QIAGEN Inc. will expand its
business, and add at least 90 new fulltime jobs
by 2015. All of the new positions will be located
in the Germantown location, right of 118!

QIAGEN is the biotechnology
company, which is housed inside the
industrial building you see when you
approach the intersection of
Route 118 and Dawson Farm
Road. QIAGEN originally
moved its U.S. headquarters to
Montgomery County 10 years
ago, when it broke ground at its
current Germantown location in
2000, and opened the building
in 2002.

In January 1958, the U.S. Atomic Energy
Commission was relocated from its original
location in downtown Washington, D.C. to
Germantown, because it was considered far
enough from D.C. to withstand a nuclear attack
on the nation's capital. The facility now operates
as an administration complex for the U.S.
Department of Energy.

Leaving Homes Safe and Sound

home is in your plans,

LAMPEL
deliveries. This includes newspapers and

other routine deliveries. Ask the post office
to hold your mail until you return.

Set timers on lights and radios. Choose
timers tested for safety. You can create the
illusion that you are home by setting the
timers to turn lights on and off in different
areas of your home throughout the evening.

Ask neighbors to watch out.  Inform a
trusted or nearby friend if you will be gone
for an extended period of time.

Securely lock all doors and windows.  Did
you know that in almost half of all completed
residential burglaries, thieves simply
breezed in through unlocked doors or
crawled through unlocked windows?

Leave curtains and blinds in their normal
positions. It is more common to have
closed blinds during the day than to have
them open at night.

Unplug countertop appliances, home
entertainment equipment and computer
equipment. To prevent a fire hazard -
coffee makers, toasters, hair dryers, and
irons should be left unplugged. Unplug all
televisions and computers, to protect
against power surges in the event of a
power outage.

Help Protect Your Bank Account

Checking account theft is now
second only to credit card theft.
How do thieves get your
checking account information?
There are several ways. They
steal your outgoing mail, taking
checks you have written, soak off the ink, and
rewrite them. They steal your wallet, and obtain
information and credit cards that way, too.

Increasingly, these thieves are going online.
Around 45 percent of adults with Internet
access use the Web to bank or pay bills.
Among those whose checking accounts had
been raided, 70 percent were online finance
users.

Of course, there are no guarantees in life.
However, some things you can do to help
protect your account include:

Use a credit card rather than a debit
card when making online purchases.

Keep your virus software up-to-date and
run frequent scans of your computer.

Be suspicious of any email messages
that are alleged to be from your financial
institution, especially if they ask for your
account information or password.
Contact your bank directly - instead of
responding to the email.
